THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and between the City of McCleary, 
hereinafter City; and __________________________________, by and through its managing 
member (name and title), ______________________________________________________, 
hereinafter referred to as the Developer, the address of which is ________________________ 
___________________________________________________________________________ 
 


R E C I T A L S: 
 


1. The Developer is seeking final plat approval of its plat for ______________________ 
by the City.  The provisions of RCW 58.17.130 and the Municipal Code require the posting of a 
guaranty bond for the purposes set forth in the cited statute.  The bond is to remain in effect for 
twenty-four months after completion of any improvements required for final plat approval. 


 
2.  Pursuant to the provisions of applicable law,  guaranty bonds are required to be posted. 


 The amounts of those bonds are 10 percent of the total cost of improvements for streets, 
sidewalks, water, sewer, stormwater and electrical.  The total amount to be held for the guaranty 
bond is $_______________________________.  


 
3.  In order to insure compliance with applicable ordinances and law while achieving the 


imposition of the minimal expense upon the Developer, the parties have agreed to an alternative 
approach to the posting of this bond.     


 
4.  To assure that compliance, the parties have agreed that, rather than obtaining a bond 


issued by an entity authorized to do so in this State, an assignment of deposit or certificate may 
be posted by the Developer to the benefit of City or its assigns.  That assignment will serve as the 
performance bond and guaranty bond required under the provisions of Chapter 16.52 of the 
Municipal Code and shall be for the purposes set forth in that Title and RCW 58.17.  Those 
purposes shall include  claims under the provisions of that chapter for completion of the required 
improvements to the plat and the representations to the City that the Developer shall faithfully 
perform all its obligations in relation to the required improvements during the guaranty period.   


 
5.  The parties have agreed, in the event of default or breach by the Developer, the 


damages suffered by the City shall be paid from the assignment, principal and all accrued interest 
thereon, to the City.  In the event the City's damages exceed the assignment of deposit and 
interest amount, the Developer shall remain liable for such deficiency.   


6.  The parties have agreed that an assignment of time deposit/certificate of deposit is

NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed as follows: 
 
SECTION I:  That certain time deposit/account held under certificate of deposit/ account 


number _____________ (copy attached) issued or held by _________________ Bank (the Bank) 
shall be and is hereby deemed to be held as the assignment pursuant to the contract entered into 
between the parties in lieu of the performance bond issued by a corporate surety under the 
provisions of Chapter 16.52 MMC and RCW 58.17.  The Developer warrants it has good title to 
the funds so deposited, which funds are not assigned to anyone else or encumbered in any way.  
The Developer hereby assigns the above described account to the City as the security required 
under this agreement to assure performance of the obligations imposed upon a contractor 
pursuant to the provisions of the cited statutory provisions, as well as the contract between the 
parties.  
    


SECTION II: A.  The parties have agreed, in the event of default or breach by the 
Developer, the damage suffered by the City shall be paid to the City from the assigned account, 
including principal and all accrued interest thereon.  


 
B.  In the event that any claims are filed by the City for moneys expended by the City for 


the reasons set forth in the referenced authority or in the event that the Developer fails to fulfill 
any of the other requirements or provisions of the plat approval issued to it by the City, the 
certificate of deposit shall be held until all such matters are resolved and any moneys found to be 
payable to the City as the result of such matters have been satisfied from that certificate. 


 
C.  In the event the City's damages exceed the assignment of deposit and interest amount, 


the Developer shall remain liable for such deficiency.   
 
D.  The City shall give the Developer written notice of any action, inaction, or breach 


which the City contends constitutes a cause for the City taking action which would result in 
payment of funds from the assigned account.  Unless within fourteen calendar days of the 
delivery of the Notice the Developer has corrected or commenced efforts deemed reasonable by 
the City to correct the failure, the City may go forward with the necessary corrective steps and 
obtain the funds expended in such activity from the funds held under this agreement.

SECTION III: Upon passage of the twenty-four months following final acceptance of the 


improvements required to complete the plat, the Developer may submit a written request to the 
Bank for the release of the funds.  The Developer shall provide a copy of that request to the City 
no less than twenty-one days prior to the date upon which the funds may be released and provide 
proof satisfactory to the Bank of the provision of such notice to the City.  The balance of the 
funds held, including any accrued interest, shall be released to the Developer or its designee so 
long as (a) no actions required to fulfill any notice requiring corrective action remain 
uncompleted and (b) the City files no written objection with the Bank to the release of the funds 
within the twenty-one day period. In the event of the filing of an objection to release by the City, 
the funds shall continue to held and subject to the terms of this agreement until satisfaction of any 
amounts owing to the City found payable pursuant to the terms of this agreement. 


 
SECTION IV:  The authorized representative of the Bank shall (a) acknowledge receipt of 


a signed copy of this Agreement, as well as the contract between the parties for the public work, 
and (b) certify that the moneys covered by this assignment, including interest which accrues 
thereon, shall be held until the earlier occurring of the following: (a) the reasons for its posting 
have been fulfilled and the City has released the assignment back to The Developer or (2) claims 
have been established requiring the disbursement of moneys from the account for the reasons set 
forth by the applicable law and the City makes a request for disbursement of all or some of the 
funds to satisfy such claims. 


 
SECTION V: the Developer agrees that he executes this agreement as the managing 


member of the Developer and individually. 
 
SECTION VI:  General Provisions:  
 
A.  This Contract shall be binding upon the City and the Contractor and their respective 


heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assigns.   
 
B.  Each party acknowledges they have had the opportunity to have this agreement 


reviewed by counsel of their choice. 
 
C.  Any notice to be given to the City shall be given to the Clerk-treasurer of the City.  


Until further written notice, all notices given by the City to the Developer under this contract 
shall be sent to the address set out above or to such address as the Developer may hereafter direct 
in writing. 


 
D.  Notices shall be given in writing.  If mailed, they shall be mailed to the appropriate 


address, certified mail, return receipt requested.  Any notice shall be deemed received upon the 
third business day following their mailing, properly addressed and postage prepaid, to the 
addresses stated below.

B.  The City shall give the Developer and the Bond Issuer’s designated representative 


written notice of any action, inaction, or breach, including failure to cure defects in improvements 
contained within the plat and accepted by the City or failure to fulfill any of the other 
requirements or provisions of the plat approval issued to it by the City, which the City contends 
constitutes a cause for the City taking action which would result in payment of funds from the 
bond.  Unless within fourteen calendar days of the delivery of the Notice the Developer has 
corrected or commenced efforts deemed reasonable by the City to correct the failure, the City 
may go forward with the necessary corrective steps and obtain the funds expended in such 
activity from the funds represented by the bond.  In sum, in the event of a failure of the Developer 
or the Bond Issuer or its representatives to take timely corrective action after receipt of the 
written notice, any moneys payable to the City as the result of corrective action taken by the City 
shall be satisfied from that bond. 


 
C.  In the event the City's damages exceed the amount of the bond, the Developer shall 


remain liable for such deficiency.   
 
SECTION III: Upon passage of the twenty-four months following final acceptance of the 


improvements required to complete the plat, the Developer shall submit a written request to the 
City for the release of the bond. The bond shall be released and subject to cancellation so long as 
(a) no actions required to fulfill any notice requiring corrective action remain uncompleted and 
(b) the City files no written objection to the release of the funds with the Developer and Bond 
Issuer within the twenty-one day period. In the event of the filing of an objection to release by the 
City, the bond shall continue in full force and effect and subject to the terms of this agreement 
until satisfaction of any amounts found payable to the City in fulfillment of the Developer’s 
responsibilities under this agreement and the Code provisions and statutory authority referenced 
above. 


 
SECTION IV:  The authorized representative of the Bond Issuer shall (a) acknowledge 


receipt of a signed copy of this Agreement, and (b) certify that the bond issued pursuant to this 
agreement shall be valid until the earlier occurring of the following: (a) the reasons for its posting 
have been fulfilled and the City has authorized cancellation of the bond or (2) claims have been 
established requiring the disbursement of moneys from the account for the reasons set forth by 
the applicable law and the City makes a request for disbursement of all or some of the funds 
represented by the bond to satisfy such claims and the funds have been exhausted.
